10 Tips for Evangelising at Easter
1. Write your own one sentence summary of the Easter message for someone who knows nothing about Christianity at all. Use it in some of the suggestions below. 

2. Invite any groups in the parish to do the same in one of their group meetings, and come up with a group statement or choose the three best. Say you will use it in the Church building or in your home.

3. Have a parish or school competition for the best summary of the Easter message for those who know nothing about it. Say you will use the best one in the Church building.

4. Using the statement prepared in nos. 1-3, design a simple but attractive display at the Church entrance that would speak to visitors who are not Catholics or even Christians. 

5. Design an Easter garden for the Church with some simple text that would speak to non-Christians.

6. Prepare a simple leaflet with some suggestions to help people visiting the Church at Easter to pray or meditate. Make use of any particular features of your Church building, e.g., statues, stained glass, etc. Remember that many people who don’t go to Church are attracted to spiritual things and will welcome suggestions for prayer. Include a space for them to write a prayer at the bottom, and suggest somewhere in the Church they can leave it.

7. Write or work out in your mind a short statement of what Easter means to you, perhaps recalling some example of death and resurrection in your own experience. Pray to the Holy Spirit every day for an opportunity to share this with someone who doesn’t have faith in Christ.

8. Make a simple Easter garden or other kind of display in your own home and draw visitors’ attention to it.

9. Write out, or have someone with good calligraphy skills write out the statement you prepared under nos. 1 or 7 above, and display it in your window or somewhere in your house as a talking point for visitors.

10. Ask your parish priest if he would be interested in a small group of you preparing some homily notes from your experience of what would especially convey the Easter message to non-believers or lapsed Catholics who may be visiting your church at Easter.
